· Nasal hygiene and irrigation: best practices and outcomes
· Innovative approaches to managing olfactory dysfunction
· Telehealth in sinus care and remote monitoring
· Case studies illustrating collaborative sinus and nasal care
· Quality improvement initiatives or EBP projects in rhinology nursing

· Nurses working in ORL, allergy, primary care, perioperative, or inpatient settings
· Interdisciplinary teams, including nurse practitioners, otolaryngologists, respiratory therapists, and allergists
· Nurse educators, researchers, and quality improvement professionals
· We hope that you will include at least one nurse as a coauthor in the submission and also ensure that the submissions addresses implications for nursing audience. 

We welcome a variety of submission types, including original research, evidence-based practice reports, clinical case studies, quality improvement projects, and reflective essays.
